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      Probably the greatest use of the Shagya breed has been as an outcross improvement for other breeds. The Shagya has been proven to be an excellent "improver" to many breeding programs, and many of the 20th century's prominent sporthorses can be traced back to 
Shagya lineage, including: 

      White Girl, (pictured to the right) Trakehner mare sired by the Shagya Stallion, Bajar, out of Wiga V. by Marengo. White Girl was 1993 German Trakehner of the Year; represented the German Olympic Eventing Team for the 1992 and 1996 Olympics; was 1993 European Championships (3-day)- 5th; and was the only German horse listed in the top 10 International eventing horses. 


      Bacchus Z, is the Holsteiner Stallion sired by the Shagya Stallion, Bajar. Bacchus Z is now a Grand Prix Jumper. 

      Gallion(picture to the left) by the Shagya Stallion, Gadar out of the Hanoverian mare, Gloria, by Grafenburg. Gallion is ridden by Anne Ismer. 

      Jagermeister, by Polarschnee by the Shagya Stallion, Gazal (4736 Gazal VII-19). Jagermeister II competed for New Zealand in World Equestrian Games at The Hague in 1994 The Hague and was 13th at Badminton CCI under Andrew Nicholson. In the 1996 Olympic Games in Atlanta, Jagermeister II completed all phases of the Olympic Three Day Event in beautiful manner and won a Team Bronze Medal. At 16 years old, he is still competing, now under Andrew Nicholson's niece, Jody-Ann Nicholson, and in 2001 took 3rd place in the New Zealand Young Rider Championships. Jagermeister II's sire, Polarschnee himself was a brilliant Grand-Prix showjumper when campaigned in Australia with Olympian Vicky Roycroft. 

Showjumping and he was 1990 Individual Silver at the World Championships and 1989 Team & Individual Gold at the European Championships. In 1995 Milton left the International Show jumping circuit, winning over $600,000 in his whole career. 
      The famous Showjumping Stallion, Milton, was half-Trakehner and traces back to the Shagya Basa. Milton was sired by Marius who was sired by Marco Polo. Marco Polo was one of the best Trakehners infused into the Dutch breeding program. With John Whitaker, Milton made it to the 1991 World Cup Finals in

Jordi was by the Shagya stallion, Shagya XIII (Shagya X x 117 Amurath) and out of the Shagya mare, Demeter (Bakszysz x Astarte). Ramzes' lines are known to [image: image2.jpg]


produce both jumpers and dressage horses. Ramzes' sons can be found in the studbooks of the Dutch warmblood, the Hanoverian, Hungarian Warmblood, Rhinelander, Swedish, Trahkener, and other sporthorse breeds. The entire Holsteiner and Westfalen "R" stallion lines were founded by Ramzes. Through the Ramzes son, Condus (photo to left), out of the Trakehner mare, Constanze (by Humboldt), a dynasty of top performance horses has been built for the Trakehner breed. Condus 
was the sire of Hilda Gurney's famous Trakehner Stallion, Leonidus (photo below to right). 
Radetsky is the sire of 25 Approved Sons and 29 State Premium Mares. The most famous of Radetsky's progeny is Nicole Uphoff's Olympic gold-medal dressage horse, Rembrandt (photo left). In the Dutch breed, Ramzes brought us the Grand Prix dressage line of Roemer, and the Grand Priz Jumper, Saluut II. 

      Lapis was a Yugoslavian Shagya-Arabian stallion sired by Siglavy II and out of Phänomen. He can be traced back as far as 1816, when Siglavy was imported from the Arabian desert as a breeding sire for Babolna, the Hungarian National Stud. Lapis stood at the Hungarian National Stud before being captured by the Germans and assigned to the Army Riding and Driving school at Krampnitz. Lapis became the legendary cavalry mount of German Officer Schmidt-Salzmann. There he won the admiration of first Lieutenant Schmidt-Salzmann, who took Lapis to the front in 1941 as his cavalry mount. Lapis carried his rider home to Germany from Central Russia after the defeated German army was dispersed. This horse carried him through enemy lines and the perils of the Russian winter, at one point swimming alongside his rider's boat across the Elbe River to escape enemy forces. Sometimes having only the straw from thatched cottage roofs to suffice as fodder, Lapis survived the 6000 kilometer ordeal healthy and sound. He and his rider were taken prisoner by the British on the trek home; however, diplomacy secured the release of horse and rider, and Schmidt-Salzmann received permission to bring him home to Germany. Once in the safety of his hometown, Salach, located east of Stuttgart, Schmidt-Salzmann helped the staff of the evacuated Stud Babolna return to their own country. In gratitude of his support, the Babolna Stud gave him the choice of a broodmare. He selected the elegant chestnut mare 68 Fenek V of Anglo-Arab lines, born at the National Stud Kisber. Lapis was bred to the mare, and in 1948 a bay colt was foaled... Burnus.  Burnus was to become one of the superstars in the Trakehner breed, with his influence reaching into European and American Warmblood breeding. 

      Burnus, by the Shagya Stallion Lapis spent four years at the eventing barn of the German Olympic Committee n Warendorf, Germany, where he was chosen by Dr. Reiner Klimke as his personal 3-day event horse. Olympic double silver medallist, veterinarian Otto Rothe, judged him to be "one of the most promising upcoming stars. He showed talent in all disciplines, and was reliable and courageous in all competitions." After winning the National Championship, his eventing career was abruptly ended by injury. . Schmidt-Salzmann donated Burnus to the Trakehner Association to help them rebuild the refugee breed after they lost their home province of East Prussia in World War II. Burnus was approved by the Trakehner Association in 1956 as a Premium stallion. Breeding director Dr. Fritz Schilke had to bend the rules to make it possible, as he was swayed by the performance record, overall quality and charisma of the horse. The Trakehner Studbook recognizes, aside from Trakehners, only some exceptionally talented Thoroughbreds, Arabs and Anglo-Arabs that pass stringent tests. Burnus, however, carried 
from his dam's side a small percentage of Hungarian Warmblood, which under normal circumstances would not have been allowed. Schilke described Burnus in his approval report as a beautiful stallion who perfectly combined the good qualities of Arab and Thoroughbred. The Trakehner Verband thought so highly of this horse that they accepted him into the stud book as a Premium Stallion. Burnus became one of the pillars of the breed, mating 420 mares until the time of his death at age 32 in 1980. He was honored with the Medal of the German Agricultural Society and the Gold Medal of the German Equestrian Federation. 

      Burnus was the start of another line of great performance horses. He was the sire of Bariton, ridden by Olympic gold medalist dressage rider Harry Boldt, Kim, ridden by Karl Siemens-Fischer represented the German three-day event team at the World Championships in 1982, and Schwalberich, a famed German show jumper. Schwalberich demonstrated the great attitude of this line by an outstanding round in the Hamburg Show Jumping Derby in Germany with rider Bernd Bagusat steering him with one hand, the other arm in a cast and sling, through what is reputedly the most demanding course in the world. For the Trakehner breed, Burnus produced three approved sons, Alarm, Markes Letzter, the 16h black stallion, Habicht, and 40 broodmares. 


      Habicht, a 16.3h jet black Stallion, had incredible movement and talent. He had very elastic movement with great impulsion that he passed on almost 100% to his get. Habicht passed his inspection and was entered into the stud book as a Premium Stallion. He won the stallion performance test at Westercelle with a commanding lead a year later. After standing as chief sire at the Rantzau stud, he was offered at age 7 to the German Olympic Committee. Dr. Klimke wanted him as a dressage horse, Lutz Goessig requested him as a show jumper, but the event team won him and Martin Plewa took him for three-day eventing. Habicht competed in Eventing for six years and was one of the most successful three-day eventers on the national circuit. Habicht was the top qualifier for the '76 Montreal Olympics, as well as the World Championships in Lexington, Kentucky, in 1978, but was not able to 
start at either venue. Prior to the '76 Olympics, Plewa was seriously injured in a fall from another horse, and prior to the World Championships, he was involved in a car accident. Plewa credits Habicht with giving him the confidence to compete again after his fall. Together the pair won the acclaimed international three-day event at Achselschwang '77 in the tough mountainous terrain near Munich, and Habicht was the best German horse at Burghley '76, England. He was returned to breeding in the 1980's, and he won the Southern German Warmblood Horse Grand Champion title and was named Premium Stallion at the Federal Stallion show. Germany's St. Georg equestrian magazine remembered Habicht in an obituary in 1992 as "the majestic stallion ridden by Martin Plewa, now National Coach for the German three-day horses. Habicht proved himself in breed and sport like no other Trakehner stallion before." Habicht sired 13 approved sons: 

  Balzflug by Habicht was approved not only by the Trakehner Verband, but was accepted by the Belgian Warmblood Paard and the KWPN. Three of his sons are approved by the KWPN in the Netherlands, where he is considered a top dressage producer. Two of his sons are approved by the Trakehner Verband. 

  Balzflug by Habicht was Reserve Champion of his Performance Testing in Warendorf, Germany; and he won Bronze, Silver and Gold medals at the Belgian National Championships. He sired two German approved Trakehner stallions: Tabaluga (State Stud Zweibruecken) and Tulipan. Other Habicht offspring who are full siblings to Balzflug have also made their mark: brother Beschamel was sold at the renowned P.S.I auction sales for DM 170.000, sister Balzruf won her mare performance test, brother Balzgesang came in third at the German Cross Country Championships, another sister was Champion Mare at the Dutch Trakehner Championships. 
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  Coktail by Habicht is maternal grandsire to Olympic Bronze Medal Trakehner Stallion, Peron (photo to left). Coktail has sired two approved sons, Domhardt, a winning FEI level dressage horse, and Martini (photo to right), who is documented as the leading sire in the USDF Horse of the Year tallies. Martini was imported to the U.S. in utero and won his first 
Grand Prix at Canterbury, Florida, in 1992. The following year he took the Grand Prix at the AHSA Region 3 Championships. He was a member of the Silver Medal Team at the Olympic Sports Festival his first year competing at the FEI level. Unfortunately, an accident terminated his dressage career. However, he has sired two approved sons, 22 ATA stud book mares, and numerous performance horses. 
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  Seeadler by Habicht sired Bellevue, the leading Trakehner show jumper in Germany in the 1980's, and is grandsire to Renaissance Fleur who is being competed in FEI level dressage by Monica Theodorescu. 

  Mauritius by Habicht placed in the 1999 CDI World Cup at Intermediare and Grand Prix. 

  Parforce by Habicht successfully competed as a Grand Prix Jumper. His son Phantom was the number one jumper in Germany for three years running as of 1998. (Meanwhile, Sixtus(below) was listed # 4). 

 Sixtus the black Trakehner Stallion by Habicht was chosen Reserve Champion at his Stallion approval in 1990. He sired five approved sons, and was one of the youngest stallions to be named a German Elite Stallion. He was a finalist at the German Championship of the Jumping Horse in Warendorf in 1995 and participant at the World Championships of the Young Jumpers in Zangersheide/Belgium. He had numerous wins up to Grand Prix level and was member of the German Showjumping team at the Nation's Cup at Allenstein/POL. About this stallion, Erhard Schulte writes in his 98 book Trakehnens Pferde: "..Sixtus succeeded in founding the strongest branch of the line . This far he produced Buddenbrock (full sister State Champion Inspection 1999), Sabary (sold to France for DM 160.000), Donauwalzer and Peron Jr., promising young breeding sires with the unmistakable paternal appearance of an.....athletic noble horse." Sixtus is also sire of the Champion Stallion of the Rhineland Palatinate Breed approval, sold for DM 80.000 to State Stud Zweibruecken, and of Silver, the first Trakehner stallion approved by the 'Verband' for Poland, standing as Primary stallion at famous Liski Stud. Sixtus is also a leading producer of top price foals and mares at the Neumünster sales, of many winners of the regional foal and mare inspections as well as of winners under saddle. Best known of the latter is probably Kasparow, sold at Medingen auction for DM 190.000, second most successful 3 y.o. Trakehner in Germany in 98, Trakehner Riding Horse Champion 98 and qualified for the German Championships. 



 Windfall, the black Trakehner (3/4 Anglo-Arab) Stallion by Habicht, ridden by Ingrid Klimke is an accomplished event horse, winning the 1999 Wiesbaden CIC** against an International field of top horses with Olympic and World Championship experience. He was the only German horse (all breeds) in 1997 to qualify for both the dressage young horse championships and the eventing young horse championships, known as Bundeschampionat. Ingrid decided to skip the Dressage and Windfall left Warendorf as Reserve Champion Event Horse. One year later, he won this prestigious title of federal champion at the age of 6. At age 7, Windfall won every single CIC** and CIC*** that was held in Germany, including such big events like the National open European championaship trials in Cavertitz. Windfall was named Trakehner of the year and went on to his first long CCI*** in Achselschwang, where he again was leading after dressage. The following year, Windfall and Ingrid won the German professional rider championships, a unique test where all the professionals meet and compete against each other in intermediate dressage, open jumping and intermdeiate cross country. You are allowed to take different horses for the different disciplines. Ingrid showed only Windfall, and won. That had never been accomplished before . Windfall was a member of the Sydney Olympic team, but due to his low age and little routine in CCI***, he stayed home. Windfall has very elegant, ground covering gaits with that hind knee action that is so very important for successful dressage horses. He has a son in Neumünster, the much admired Hunnenkönig, and Windfall's first filly in the Neumünster elite auction ring earned her Premium title. 

  Habicht sired Arwetta, one of Germany's best broodmares, multiple show winner at national level, and dam of four approved stallions: Arsenal, Aron, Argument and Argonaut. Argument's son Anthony FRH out of a Hanoverian dam. Anthony FRH, with World Champion Isabell Werth, belongs to the top dressage horses in the world. 

 Another famed Habicht offspring is the Chestnut Gelding, Livius. He was the winner of the 1981 World Cup in s'Hertogenbosch, Holland with rider Emiel Hendrix. . In the same year Livius finished fourth individually at the European Championships in Munich, Germany, and was the main factor in winning the bronze medal for the Dutch team. He was then sold to the US. for "six figures", and his numerous wins under American rider Anne Kursinski in North America and Europe included the Calgary Grand Prix in 1982, and the individual gold medal at the Pan American Games in Caracas, Venezuela. 

 In the highest levels of jumping, Habicht get include Dakapo, Roko, Pandur, Kyra and Korofino. At FEI-level Dressage Competition are Risiko, Halifax, and Aaron. At the top levels of Eventing there are Konrad, Avalon, and Foray. 

      The most influential of the Shagya Stallions was Gazal VII, who was used as an improvement sire of Hannoverians, Trahkeners, Oldenburgs, East Friesians, and in the Lipizzaners of Piber. Gazal VII stood at stud at the Hanoverian state stud in Celle and sired 19 approved Hanoverian Stallions including the well-known Hanoverian Stallion, Czardas.
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
